Basic Methods in Physiological Optics 
Results:

1) Visual acuity measurement (sharpness of vision) using the Snellen optotype
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2) Determination of the left and right eye resolution with a set of tests
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3) Position determination of the near spot (punctum proximum) for the left and right eye
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4) Examination of eyeground on an eye model
